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The gchool uges the online platform, Aladdin Connect. Thig is our main communication tool between
home and gchool. The school uses the Aladdin Schools software service for adminigtrative
purposes and Connect wil give you secure access to messages from the sehool and to detaile of
your child’e attendance, test reaulte, reports carde ete. via secure login from your internet
browser or Aladdin Connect App. Thie i where you sign permiggiong noteg, make payments and
enter attendance/ early collection/late arrival notes.

Aladdin Connect ig a fantagtic way to enhance a school’s communication with parents. [t enables
parentg to etay connected and informed about their child’s education.

You can rest ageured that Aladdin Schoolg uges etate-of-the-art security to eafeguard information
entered by the echool and data i etored and processed in strict compliance with [righ and European
data protection laws.

Y ou will receive a link by text and email during the Admigsiong process. There will be one link per
parent to access information for all their children in the school from one uger account.

Oleage do not forward thig text/email or ghare thig link ag thig i a unique registration code for
each child in the school.

During regigtration you will choose a password that will be used in conjunction with your email
addrese to securely access the Aladdin Connect going forward. Onee you are regigtered you wil
be sent an email with links to download the Aladdin Connect App for your mobile device. The main
advantage of uging the App i to receive immediate alerte and notificationg gent by our echool.

Dounloading the a}op i< highly recommended to enhance both the parent and achool’s Connect
experience. By default both parente will have access to view their child’s contact information. If
for any reagon you do NOT wish to chare your own personal contact information within the
family circle or if you have any concerng regarding your particular family arrangments pleage
contact the echool in confidence to digcugg thig or have thig facility regtricted.

Earenfg ghould inform the school through the Aladdin Connect system. Upcoming absences, if
nown, can aleo be input in advance.

Pupils Leaving During School Time

Parente/Guardiane mugt notify the school in advance via Aladdin if their child hag to leave the
achool during the school day. You should indicate the time that they will be collected at and whether
or not they will be returning. Parents are required to gign their child out at the echool office, where
they mugt wait while a member of staff coﬂeofg their child. Pupile are not permitted to leave the
school unaccompanied during the school day. If a parent/quardian hag nominated another adult
(over the age of 18) to collect their child, thie mugt be communicated with the office in advance.
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Consent and Permigsion
Congent and permigsion ie sought upon enrolment of your child for many agpects of school life,
including permiggion for photos, school trips/outings, transfer of relevant data etc.

Mobile Phones

St Vincent de Paul Senior School recommends that for gafety reagons mobile phoneg should not
be brought to echool. Procedures and protocols will be followed, ag get out in our Uge Electronic
Devices Dolicy, Code of Behaviour, Bi Cinealta Policy and other relevant school policies. Any
breach in relation to thig will be dealt with under the school’s Code of Behaviour.

Uniform

We are proud of our echool, and hope that the children will take pride in wearing the school uniform
of St. Vincent de Paul Senior School. Pleage ensure that all itemg of uniform are clearly marked
with your child’e name. The full school uniform mugt be worn at all times. The uniform congists of a
dark green pinafore or skirt, grey trougerg, dark green jumper or cardigan, and a cream blouge/
chirt. Dark green gocks or tights to be worn, black gooﬁg can be worn with trougerg only. For
cafety reagong, the only itemg of jewellery allowed in echool are a watch and one pair of stud
earringe. Pupile are not permitted to have dyed hair in school.

Oleage refer to our Code of Behaviour for further information.

Footwear

Pupile are required to wear black shoeg, preferably with a strap or laces. Runnerg should only be
worn on P.E. days. For health and safety reagons, runner boots, platformg or slip-on shoes are not
allowed. White socke can be worn with the echool trackauit.

Tracksuit

On PE. dayg, all pupile muet wear the green echool trackeuit with a white polo chirt worn under
the trackeuit. Appropriate gports runners/trainere mugt be worn and should be tied securely and
rovide adequate support.

Board of Management

The Board of Management hag overall regpongibility for the school, including finance, maintenance,
ataffing and the development of echool plang and policies. The Board ie made up of the Chairperson,
the Principal, a Patron nominee, two elected parente (a mother and a father), a teacher on the etaff
elected by the teaching staff and two additional members proposed by these nominees. The Patron
appointe the Chairperson of the Board. The term of office for a Board of Management ig four
yearg.

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Parents’ Agsociation

We have a very active Parents” Aggociation in the echool which organiges many events throughout
the year. The Parents’ Aggociation provides great support to the echool through ite fundraiging
ventures. All parent in the achool are automatically memberg of the Parente” Aggociation. The PA
liaiges regularly with the Principal and echool management. Parente” Aggociation meetings take
place on a regular bagie and all parentg are welcome to attend.

Staff

We have an enthusiagtic, dedicated, caring and loyal staff led by our Principal, Alison Clinton,
Deputy Principal, Catherine Anne Dooley and our [n-School Leadership team. Our current gchool
otaff is compriced of thirteen clage teachers, three Special Education Teachers (SET), three
Special Needs  Asgistante (SNA), two adminigtrative staff members and a part-time caretaker.

Special Educational Needs

Our Special Education Teachere (SET) team work in consultation and collaboration with clags
teachers, parents, pupils and external agencies (ag required) to engure that the pupile in our care
with the greatest level of need have access to the greatest level of support. Our teachers uge wide
and varied teaching resources and approaches which include a combination of team-teaching
initiatives, cooperative teaching, early intervention and emall group or individual support. Decigiong
regarding allocation of SNA pergonnel lie with the Principal and the Board of Management and are
baged on the nature of additional care need support required.

Communiecation

We welcome ongoing communication with parents. The echool uges Aladdin Connect ag itg main
cornrmunication platform. Annual Parent/ Teacher meetings usually take place at the end of November.
Darents can request a meeting with a teacher at any time by making an appointment directly with the teacher
or by contacting info@stupgenior.e to organise a mutually convenient meeting time. End of year reports are
published via Aladdin two weeks before the end of June. Regular updates are communicated via the school
website and the Aladdin app throughout the year. Each teacher hag a school email address which you wil be
gent at the beginning of the echool year.

Pleage uge email for sengitive/ confidential information only. The school homework journal is the most
effective source of communication. Teachers will always do their best to respond to emailg ag oon ag
practicable and we appreciate your patience with thie.

1. Homescreen

To begin you will need
to access the
Attendance notes
section of the app.

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You will now see a list of
all the absent note
I:] options available to you.

The first two options in
this list are to notify you
if there is an outstanding
absence that needs a note
submitted or if the school
Tequire you to fillina
Return to School
Declaration.

5. Submit Absence

If you choose to submit an
absence reason to the school
there will be two more steps
required.

Firstly, you will need to select
an absence reason from the list
available, for example illness.

Next you will need to submit
some details such as a start and
end date for the absence. An
additional notes box is provided
if needed.

8. Confirmation

Finally you will be
greeted with this screen
making you aware your
message has now been
successfully sent.

From here the school will
be able to view the note
you sent to them well in
advance!

3. Note type
Next you will need to
select the type of note
you wish to send to the
school.

Here you can select

to notify the school of
an upcoming absence,
early leaving or late
arrival by tapping the
corresponding option in
the list.

6. Submit Early Leaving

If you select the option to
submit an early leaving
you will be greeted with
the following screen.

Here you will need to
enter the date and time
along with who will collect
you child(ren).

Anote box is provided if
you require any additional
information to be sent.

9. Review Notes

Once a note has been
submitted you can
review it by returning
to the attendance notes
section and selecting
“view my notes”.

Here you can see any re-
cent note you have sent
and also have the option
to delete a note if you
need.
